                                The story must have a title.

                                The story must include a Works Cited page if you add information or research 
                                topics to the story. 
4. The material presented in the story should include:
A.  Your word – easily observed and understood by your audience. 

B.  Elements of fiction – characterization, plot, setting, theme, symbolism, 

                                         point of view, conflict(s), dialogue, suspense, resolution
C.  “Show” don’t “tell” your story.
D.  MLA format, proper grammar (exceptions for dialogue), mechanics, active voice, 

      varied and appropriate sentence structure, strong diction, imagery, detail and tone.
E.   Follow directions!
         5.    The Works Cited page (if you have one) should follow the MLA format of documentation.

6.     You are required to format and submit your research.  Include copies of your research.
7.     The final draft of the story must strive for adeptness of fiction and story writing.
