1. The word/language study  documented essay will be 1.5-4 pages long.  (This INCLUDES the Works Cited Page
2. The Paper counts as a test grade of 100 points of the 300 point project.
3. Format:  The paper must be double spaced, in 12 Times New Roman.

                         Margins for each page must be 1” on all sides.

                         No cover page is necessary – only the appropriate heading on the first
                                page of the paper. 
                                Subsequent pages should be headed as MLA dictates.
                                The paper must have a title.

                                The paper must include a Works Cited page.

                                The paper must include internal (parenthetical) citations.

4. The material presented in the paper should be gathered from a minimum of 3 sources 
 (but may include more than 3):
A. Only 1 dictionary or encyclopedia may be used.

B. Use recent material when possible.

C.  Material may include books, magazines, reference books, pamphlets,                       videos, CDs, DVDs, audiocassettes, interviews, newspapers, and so on.

D.  You MUST have at least one source that is not an Internet source.
         5.    The Works Cited page and parenthetical references should follow the MLA format 

                 of documentation.

6.     You are required to format and submit your research.  This should include about 10-20 note and      
         resource cards combined.  If you do not use source and note cards, you must turn in copies of 

         your research.
7.     The final draft of the essay must strive for accuracy of information,                                                                                    

                  documentation, presentation, use of definition writing elements, and grammar and usage.
